Ek word normaalweg met Studebakers geassosieer, so waar kom die Mini
vandaan?

Ek het my diensplig in 1969/70 in die Lugmag gedoen en as ingenieursstudent by
Good Year (ja glo dit as julle will) het hulle my ‘n salaris van 50 sent per uur
betaal. Toe ek uitklaar het ek ‘n aantreklike bedrag van ongeveer R1,400-00 in die
bank gehad. Teen vandag se geld is dit ongeveer R100,000-00. Lekker baie geld vir
‘n jong man van 19 jaar oud.

‘n Vriend van my het ‘n tweedehandse Mini stasiewa gekoop en dit het my
gedagtes laat gaan na ‘n Mini. ‘n Mini was natuurlik daardie tyd die goedkoopste
kar op die mark en ‘n nuwe Mini de Lux het R1,310-00 gekos. Net vir
interessantheid, ‘n gallon petrol het toe 30 sent gekos, dws 6,6 sent per liter. ‘n
Mini het so 30 myl op ‘n gallon gekry so jy kon vanaf Port Elizabeth tot in die Kaap
ry vir omtrent R5-00 of heen en weer vir R10-00.

Ek het die R1,310-00 by die bank gaan trek en hulle het dit vir my in ‘n wit
banksakkie geplaas. Toe het ek afgesit na die Leyland handelaar in Uitenhage. Die
verkoopsman was ‘n regte, egte Engelsman, ‘n Mnr McClelland in sy laat 50 jare.
Ek onthou hom soos gister. Op die vloer het ‘n pragtige “racing green” Mini
gestaan. Ek sé toe vir hom ek is hier om die Mini te koop. Die blikskottel begin toe
hard te lag en sé vir my ‘n snotkop soos ek het nie die geld om eers ‘n Mini te
koop nie. Ek sit toe die wit sak voor hom neer en sé hier is die geld hy kan maar
tel. Dit is hoe ek my eerste kar gekoop het en waarskynlik die laaste keer dat ek
dit kontant kon doen.

Ek het vir Ria op ‘n “blind date” ontmoet toe sy by my pa gewerk het en hy haar
vir my “gekies” het. Ek dink ek het natuurlik Covid daardie tyd onderlede gehad
want ek het my smaak verloor — dit is wat ek vir Ria gesé het voor sy my met ‘n
hamer oor die kop geslaan het.

Toe Ria deur die deur stap het ek
net daar en dan besluit dat met hierdie mooi meisie gaan ek trou. Kan ‘n man so

dom wees. Januarie volgende jaar ken ons mekaar 50 jaar. Ons het lekker begin
gesels en aan die einde van die aand sé sy vir my haar oudste broer het ook n
Mini soos myne. Ek vra haar toe maar hoe weet sy ek het ‘n Mini, die tannie het
dan die deur oop gemaak. Sy het eers wit en toe rooi in die gesig geword en
gebieg dat sy my deur die gordyn van die voorvenster afgeloer het en dat as ek
sleg gelyk het sou sy nie uitgekom het nie. Nog weet ek nie of ek of die Mini die
beste gelyk het nie.

Na die Mini was daar ‘n Austin Apache en toe ‘n Marina uit die Leyland stal en toe
het ek oorgeslaan na GM. Die Mini wat hier tersprake is, het ek sowat 3 jaar
gelede gekoop toe dit by Roelf & Jack gestaan het en ek na baie “gehagle” gekoop
het. Ek wou dit eers nie koop nie want ek kon baie werk sien en dit is darem vér
van ‘n Studebaker af. Alhoewel ek baie keer gesé het, wyk satan wyk as ek by die
Mini verbygeloop het, het my hart die oorhand gekry omdat ek so na my goeie
dae met die Mini verlang het. Dit was so sorgvry, verlief en geen worries. Die Mini
was rooi, maar ek het dadelik besluit om dit “racing green” te verf na my eerste
Mini, maar met ‘n silwer dak instede van wit om dit nie na ‘n Mini Cooper te laat
lyk nie en in te laat inpas met die silwer Mini Lite wielvellings wat ek gekoop het
van 13 x 7 duim en lae profiel bande om dieselfde diameter te gee as die
standaard 10 duim.

Ek het die kar in honderd stukkies uitmekaar gehaal en die bakwerk laat oorspuit
deur S & Z Paneelkloppers en al die meganiese komponente of vervang het met
nuwes of oorgebou het soos die enjin wat lekker opgewarm is en omtrent 90%
volgens die Mini GTS is. Toe ek jonk was kon ek nie bekostig om my Mini op te
warm nie, maar nou het ek my gedagtes vrye teuls gegee. Dit is egter waar ek
baie skoolgeld begin betaal het deur veral van mense gebruik te maak wat my vir
n “ride “ gevat het. My raad aan enige persoon is om by te staan wanneer die
werk gedoen word. My enjin is al 3 keer uitgehaal en ek is nog nie 100% tevrede
nie.

Van die veranderinge aan die enjin is; was 1100 nou 1275cc, TC silinderkop met
groter “valves” en dubbel “valve springs”, “high compression pistons”, “mild high
lift cam”, een en ‘n driekwart duim HIF 44 SU vergasser (ingeboude “float”
instede van ouer HS6) instede van een en ‘n kwart, Maniflow “free flow exhaust
manifold” en n GTS “close ratio” ratkas.

Voor is Golf skyfremme en agter oorgeboude drom remme. Ek beplan om agter
ook skyfremme in te sit. Die remme is verder verbeter deur n “inline booster” te
installeer.
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Die suspensie is voor en agter verander deur die “trumpets” te vervang met Hi
Lo’s wat dit verstelbaar maak om die ryhoogte te verander. Die voorste “tie rods”
is vervang net verstelbare eenhede. Die rathefboom is vervang met n “quick shift”
eenheid waar die hefboom onder die “pivot” punt langer is en die gedeelte aan
die bokant met die ratkierrie op n korter afstand laat beweeg, amper soos in n
“rally” kar rathefboom.

Al die chroomwerk, rubbers, matte, van die vensters, “crashpad” voor op
“dashboard parcel tray”, alle bedekkingspanele met PVC viniel oorgetrek, sitplek
oortreksels, "roof lining”, stuurwiel (met Monolita resies stuurwiel vervang soos
my eerste Mini) en baie ander items is vervang. Totaal en al oorgespandeer, maar
dit is wat gebeur as jy jou jong dae wil herbeleef.

‘n Cooper “binnacle” met olie druk en water temperatuur meters is rondom die
“speedometer” bygevoeg en agter die stuur op die “parcel tray” is n groot “rev.
counter” wat binne n gemodifiseerde 90 grade 110mm PVC dreineringspyp
“coupling” geinstalleer is en swart geverf is. Die instrument pas styf binne die
rubber seél van die “coupling”. Dieselfde metode is gebruik om die luidsprekers
onder die “parcel tray” te installeer.

Die radio/CD se luidsprekers kan beswaarlik gesien word, met die voorste
luidsprekers onder die “parcel tray” en die agterste ingebou in ‘n hout paneel
onder die sitplek en bedek met swart luidspreker doek.

Met my lang lyf en groot hande is dit ontsettend moeilik om aan die Mini te werk
en het ek meters vel in die proses verloor. Nie gepraat van al die hare wat ek uit
my kop moes trek nie — genoeg om n kussing op te stop.

Baie mense vra my maar hoe pas jy in n Mini? Met “extension brackets” aan die
voorste sitplekke pas ek lekker in en is daar ongelooflik baie spasie. Dit is
natuurlik nie so maklik om in en uit te klim nie en sit jy met jou bas ‘n klompie
duime van die grond af. Die Mini ry natuurlik soos ‘n go kart, maar dit is waar die
plesier vandaan kom om teen maksimum spoed deur n draai te gaan en dit sit
soos ‘n neut op die pad.

TWEE MOTORS SE IMMIGRASIE NA SUID-AFRIKA IN DIE VYFTIGER JARE

A
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Net na die tweede wéreloorlog was daar ‘n groot uittog van Europeérs na ander
weéreldstreke weens die verwoestende nagevolge. Alhoewel my pa, Jan Tromp,
reeds ‘n suksesvolle Meulenaar was, het die natuur en geleenthede in Suid-Afrika
hom aangetrek en het hy in 1952 op 30-jarige ouderdom besluit om opnuut in SA
te begin. Die inligting was baie beperk en misleidend en so was daar ‘n siening dat
mense in “Afrika” nog hoofsaaklik met ossewaens en perdekarre rondbeweeg
het. Hy besluit gevolglik om sy eie voertuie saam te neem en soek in Nederland
na twee regterstuur motors vir die doel. So koop hy toe ‘n 1949 Bedford trok as sy
“ossewa” en ‘n 1946 Austin 10 as sy “perdekar”.

Die volgende stap was om die voertuie na SA te bring. Op daardie stadium was ek
die enigste kind en het my ma onbepland swanger geraak met my suster. My pa
wou nie langer wag nie en besluit om solank vooruit te gaan. Dit sou hom
terselfdertyd die geleentheid bied om alleen en hopelik goedkoper met die twee
voertuie (Austin bo-op die Bedford) oor die land na SA te reis. Ons ander drie sou
dan agterna met die boot kom wanneer my suster sterk genoeg is.

Gelukkig doen hy eers sy huiswerk en vra raad by die “Koninklijke Nederlandsche
Toeristenbond”. (Die ekwivalent van die Automobiel Assosiasie in SA). Hulle
antwoord hom toe breedvoerig in die onderstaande brief, nl:

1. Hulle het gereken dit is in beginsel moontlik;

2. Hulle het hom ook ge-adviseer oor die mees ekonomiese roete deur die
verskillende lande oor ‘n afstand van 15 000 kilometer;

3. Die 1949 Bedford sou volgens hulle tegnies egter groot risiko’s inhou;

4. Die vraag was of die 2 ton Bedford wel die Austin en al die brandstof,
water, bagasie en onderdele sou kon dra en hulle vrees vir oorbelading;

5. Die rit sou minstens ‘n maand duur (2 tot 3 maande was normaal

beskou). Daar was al Rallies wat oor ‘n week afgelé is, maar met ‘n
perfekte diensondersteuning op die roete. Al die punte by rivieroorgange
was bv. gewaarborg en op tyd. Verder is die Rallies teen so ‘n spoed
voltooi dat die deelnemers se lewens in gevaar was - asook dié van die
talryke mede-padgebruikers in die digbevolkte gedeeltes van Afrika!




6. Hy sou beslis by ‘n konvooi moes aansluit vir die woestyn-ekspedisie,
met ‘n minimum van twee voertuie en twee persone, waarvan een oor
volledige tegniese vaardighede moes beskik.

Opsommend was die finale gevolgtrekking dat dit beter en goedkoper sou wees
om die twee voertuie eerder met die boot te verskeep. My pa het toe maar die
voertuie op die boot bespreek en steeds alleen op die 28 dae seereis uit
Rotterdam vertrek. (Die res van die gesin het eers twee maande later gevolg toe
my pasgebore suster darem reisvaardig was). Hy het in Junie 1954 in Durban
aangekom met die HMS Bloemfontein Castle. Daar was sy verbasing groot om,
ten spyte van al sy navorsing, vir die eerste keer ‘n menigte Amerikaanse voertuie
te sien wat dubbeld so groot as sy Austin was! Daar het hy ook die eerste keer ‘n
verkeerslig ervaar en gewonder of hy links by die rooi lig mag indraai as sy lig
groen word! Netso het die hoé hotelgeboue en breé teerstrate hom betower. Hy
kon darem nou noordwaards, ipv. suidwaarts, na Pretoria vertrek met die Austin
en skeepsbagasie bo-op die Bedford.

Hy het as werknemer by Lion Bridge begin waartydens hy die Bedford na-uurs vir
karweiwerk gebruik het om ekstra inkomste te verdien. In 1955 is hy na hul
destydse tak in Vereeniging oorgeplaas waar hy deeltyds met ‘n hoenderboerdery
begin het en die Bedford vir aanvangskapitaal moes verkoop.

‘n Vriend van my pa het uit nood ‘n groot sleepwa op ‘n 1936 Ford agteras gebou
en die Austin het toe die trek-esel op die gehuurde kleinhoewe geword. Saterdae
is die Austin gewas en Sondae as gesinsmotor kerktoe gebruik! In 1957 het my pa
sy eie kleinhoewe gekoop om ‘n volskaalse hoenderboerdery te vestig. Dit was ‘n
kaal stuk grond en ons het trots na kerk met die Austin daaroor gaan ry. Skielik
kom alles tot ‘n skokstilstand toe my pa in ‘n afgesaagde bloekomboom se stomp
tussen die lang gras vasry. Nadat almal onder die sitplekke uitgekruip het, het
ons oorgestap na die naaste huis en terwyl ons nuwe buurvrou tee bedien het,
het die buurman my pa gaan bystaan. Die voorwiele het na mekaar gewys weens
‘n gebuigde koppelstaaf.
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Hulle haal toe die staaf net daar uit en slaan hom reguit met ‘n groot hamer op
dieselfde stomp. Nadat dit teruggesit is, het ons huiswaarts vertrek. Sover ek
onthou is die Austin nooit eers vir ‘n wielsporing geneem nie! Die Austin het
daarna steeds diens gedoen om boumateriaal en voer aan te ry en hoendermis
weg te ry. Ons het darem in 1959 ‘n nuwe VW Kombi gekry (omdat nog twee
kinders bygekom het) en kon ons meer elegant kerktoe gaan.

In 1964 is die Austin uiteindelik met ‘n Toyopet Stout vervang omdat my pa,
benewens die hoenderboerdery, toe ook met eiendomsontwikkeling begin het.

Hierdie bakkie het ek in 2017 volledig gerestoureer en besit ek vandag nog!

Wikipedia: The Toyota Stout was a light truck produced by the Japanese
automaker Toyota from 1954 through 1989. The Stout shared its platform with
the Toyota Dyna until 1968, when the Dyna was given its own platform, called the
Toyota "U". In Japan, it was sold at Toyota Japanese dealerships called Toyopet
Store.

The Stout was Toyota's launch model in South Africa in 1961. It sold well until its
discontinuation in 1979. The RK45 Stout was the first Toyota to begin complete
knock-down assembly in South Africa, in 1962. South African production later
switched to the two-litre RK101 series, available as a flush-side pickup, a
dropside, or a chassis/cab. South African Stouts kept using a simplified version of
the original bed, even after the longer cabin had been introduced, as they were
not affected by Japanese regulations on overall length. Bed length was thus
2,310 mm (91 in), marginally longer than elsewhere. Between 1961 and 1975,
17,500 Stouts were sold in South Africa - the majority of them assembled locally.

This Lite Stout model was assembled in South Africa as well, beginning in 1965. It
was called the Toyota Stallion there to distinguish it from the original model with
its solid front axle, and also marked the introduction of the larger cabin to this

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SAVVA TECHNICAL TIP 156 — DIRTY POINTS

The experts tell us that it pays to fit electronic ignition,
perhaps that's why every modern car is fitted with it.
Together with fuel and overheating problems ignition is
high on the list of reasons for an older vehicle to “fail to
proceed”. As we are aware there are three basic types
of electronic ignition. Magnetic, Optical, and the one
that retains the original points. With our older cars that
don't rev very high using the points system works very well and is inexpensive.
There is however one drawback of which | was reminded of recently when a car
fitted “Accuspark” ignition some five years ago refused to start. All the right things
like petrol etc were in place but the plugs were wet — obviously ignition problems.
I had this problem many years ago so | had an idea where to look and cleaning the
points solved the problem.

When fitting electronic ignition and retaining the points, the current flowing
through the points is minuscule. The electronic circuitry handles the current flow
to the coil and the points basically just open and close triggering the circuit. The
problem is because there is hardly any current flowing through the points they
tend to build up a “black” residue. If this residue is not cleaned off the current
won't flow making the ignition inoperable.

There's nothing wrong with electronic ignition using points but just add “cleaning
the points” to your “to do” list when servicing your car.

This is a picture of an Accuspark unit. Simple to fit and very effective. The points
are retained and the ring magnet is fitted under the rotor - that’s the round black
thingy. Every time a magnet passes the pick-up the spark is activated.

SAVVA TECHNICAL TIP 159 — STRIPPING PAINT

Recently | walked in on a friend who was trying to do
the impossible (for an amateur that is) and that was to
paint a stripe down the waist line of his car but making
a total mess of the task. It’s difficult, but not impossible
for an amateur. Of course, one can always use the
] plastic “ready to use” striping tape available from the
pAadd did 4 x0T spares shops. It looks good, but a bit ugh on an elderly
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car or bike. Firstly, he was using Duco which is great if you are an expert,
however, if you are an amateur rather use enamel. Should you mess up you can
always wipe it off and start again. Just remember, don’t spray duco over enamel,
they don’t like each other.

Secondly, he was using standard masking tape which is far too thick and crinkly.
The result will be rather messy. Use proper striping masking tape as made by 3M
which is thin and flat. It may be difficult to find but it’s usually available from the
professional car paint shops.

Thirdly, he was using domestic paint which won’t give the coverage required. The
modern lead-free paint is too watery. The best paint to use is model or sign
writing paint. | don’t know where to get sign writing paint but the modeling
enamel is available from the better model shops and comes in cute little 14ml
tins. In the picture are some tins of model paint I've collected over the years,
some of which I've had for over 10 years and they are still usable. Another
advantage of the model paint is that there is a large variety of colours available
and the density of the paint is excellent. In most cases one coat does the job.
Being enamel, if you mess up it can be wiped off with turps and start again.

SAVVA TECHNICAL TIP 154 — SAVING TUBES

A problem a number of vintage car enthusiasts
| encounter is with tyres and tubes on our oldies.
Modern tyre shops are not geared up for tyres with
tubes. As an example, | recently had a flat on an 18 inch
tyre. | took the wheel to a local tyre shop and they had
never seen an 18” tyre or an old wheel with spokes,
never mind a tube.

| realised that these modern tyre shops are not going to be able to help. The
alternative was to take it to a shop that has been around for years. In Gauteng,
we are lucky as we have a few shops like Jeppe Tyre around. When | took the
wheel out of the boot, Roy Greenberg, the boss, didn't even flinch, as if repairing
wheels with tubes is an everyday occurrence.

After removing the tube and pumping it up many times to its normal size he was
able to determine that the tube was fine but the valve, where it comes out of the
rim, had deteriorated and was losing air. Fortunately, he still has replacement
valves, see picture, and a vulcanising machine to repair tubes.

So, before throwing out your old tubes have them checked out by an older tyre
shop. Replacement tubes can be very expensive — if you can find them that is and
replacing the valve is an inexpensive alternative.
